Introduction 
 
The annual River, Lakes, Bays N’ Bayous Trash Bash® is a volunteer-based 
waterway cleanup event that is held at multiple locations across the Houston-Galveston 
area since 1994.  The mission of the Trash Bash® is to “promote environmental 
stewardship of our watershed through public outreach while utilizing hands-on 
educational tools and by developing partnerships between environmental, 
governmental, and private organizations”.  
 
 Since 1994, more than 93,500 volunteers have collected more than 12 tons of trash 
and more than 9,100 tires at Trash Bash® sites.  As of the 2014 event, the volunteers 
have collectively cleaned over 956 miles of shoreline.  The event started with only 10 
sites and has grown to 16 cleanup locations.   
 
This project supports many of the goals of the Galveston Bay Estuary Plan: 
 

• PPE-1:  Establish citizen involvement as an integral part of GBEP 
• PPE-3:  Develop and implement a long-range adult education and outreach 

program 
• PPE-5:  Continue to develop effective volunteer opportunities from citizens 
• SD-5:    Improve trash management near the shoreline 

 
Trash Bash® will also implement PPE priority goals contained in the Charting the 
Course to 2015:  Galveston Bay Strategic Action Plan (SAP).   
 
Specific goals include: 
 

• Public Stewardship Goal 1, Objective B:  Develop and promote programs and 
events to encourage all cultural components of the community to participate in 
Bay stewardship activities.  

• Public Awareness Goal 2, Objective B:  Develop and promote initiatives, 
programs, and events that reach all cultural components of the community and 
specific target audiences.

Methodology 
 
Trash Bash® is organized by the Houston-Galveston Area Council (H-GAC) Regional 
Coordinator, Co-Coordinator, several other staff (as needed), and a volunteer-based 
Steering Committee.  The Steering Committee is comprised of site coordinators and 
other interested individuals.  This team meets once a month, beginning in the fall and 
increases to bi-monthly approximately two months before the day of the event.  The 
attached sample agendas and meeting minutes illustrate the miscellaneous topics 
discussed at the planning meetings.  
 
H-GAC staff has developed a web-based planning page that is used by site 
coordinators to help plan for the needs of their individual sires and effectively 
communicate that information to the regional coordinator.  The Trash Bash® event 
website is maintained and updated by H-GAC.   
 
The attached timeline for site coordinators and regional coordinators (attachment L) are 
also available on the planning page to help make sure that important milestones are 
met and the important elements that need to be completed get done in a timely manner.   
 
Various communication techniques are used to promote the Trash Bash® event.  
Before the event, we print “Save-the-Date” postcards and distribute them to 
approximately 26,000 interest individuals who have signed up for event notification.  We 
also send an e-newsletter to the 553 contacts, and are continually adding additional 
interested individual’s email addresses in effort to decrease the amount of paper mail-
outs.  Posters, that include event information, are also printed and distributed to site 
coordinators and volunteers a few weeks prior to the event for display.  
 
The Trash Bash® organization provides trash bags, gloves, garbage pickers, safety 
equipment, lunch, and a commemorative t-shirt for all volunteers.  Trash Bash® also 
provides port-o-lets, hand-washing stations, tents, signage, solid waste disposal, tire 
recycling, and environmental education displays/resources to all of the sites.   
 
Once the event concludes, the Trash Bash Coordinators collect individual site reports, 
an event survey, compiles the numbers, and updates cumulative results document.    
An appreciation luncheon is also organized for the site coordinator and sponsors.

Funding Overview 
 
Trash Bash® is managed by the Texas Conservation Fund, a 501(c)(3) organization, 
with additional guidance and leadership from its 37-person Coordination Committee 
and H-GAC. The event is funded through a variety of sources, including: 

• TCEQ’s Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) funds 
• TCEQ’s 319 Grant program 
• Private and Corporate Sponsorship 
• Additional funding through GBEP 

 
Sponsors (including GBEP) once again generously supported this year’s Trash Bash® 
with both cash and in-kind donations.  In-kind services were provided for newspaper 
advertisement, waste containers and disposal; water for volunteers, hand-washing 
stations, and port-o-lets.  Cash donations funded printing costs, a portion of the solid-
waste disposal costs, and lunch for volunteers, commemorative t-shirt, and the 
Assistant Coordinator position.  Additionally, Trash Bash® provides buses to some sites 
in order for volunteers to be transported to satellite/remote cleanup locations.

GBEP Contract 
 
For its contract with the GBEP, H-GAC staff was tasked with securing mini-buses and 
vehicles to take volunteers to and from participating 2014 Trash Bash® sites and 
satellite sites.  
 
H-GAC staff contacted First Priority Transportation, Inc. DBA Merlo’s Limousines and 
Charters, a vendor used for this purpose in previous years, to obtain price quotes for the 
21 individual mini-buses and vehicles required. A full overview of the manifest summary 
can be found in the supporting documentation for Attachment N: Transportation Invoice. 
 
The sites requiring individual mini-buses and vehicles from Merlo’s include: 
 

• Buffalo Bayou (North Drennan Street) 
• Buffalo Bayou Upper (Terry Hershey Park) 
• Cypress Creek (Collins Parks) 
• Galveston Bay (Virginia Point Preserve) 
• Lake Houston (Lake Houston Marina) 
• Sims Bayou (Glenbrook/Reveille/Sims Woods Parks) 

 
Once a price was agreed upon, H-GAC staff submitted the appropriate information to 
the Gulf Coast Waste Disposal Authority (GCA), an entity that actively supports and 
provides management to the Texas Conservation Fund, for contracting and insurance 
purposes. 
 
All Trash Bash® participants were required to execute a Registration Form / Waiver 
prior to participating in any event activities, including riding in the mini-buses and 
vehicles. Additionally, all participants under 18-years of age were required to provide a 
Registration Form / Waiver signed by a parent or guardian. Site Coordinators, and their 
staff, were made aware of the Registration Form / Waiver requirement and enforced its 
execution across the board. 
 
No accidents or claims of injury were reported during the 2014 event or during transit on 
the mini-buses and vehicles obtained through Merlo’s. 
 
Funds from the GCA Supplemental Environmental Project (SEP) account were used to 
pay the Merlo invoice in its entirety – $8,190.00 – to ensure prompt payment to the 
vendor.

The GCA SEP invoiced H-GAC for reimbursement for $5,000 in transportation costs, in 
keeping with this contract. The invoice can be viewed in its entirety at Attachment N:  
Transportation Invoice. 
  
Results 
 
For the 2014 Rivers, Lakes, Bays N’ Bayous Trash Bash® event, there were 16 
cleanup sites.  No additional sites were added.   
 
A total of 4,622 individuals volunteered for this year’s event, of which 1,926 were under 
18 years of age.  Approximately 37 tons of trash was collected and 369 tires were 
gathered for recycling.  Volunteers cleaned 157 miles of shoreline and 2,858 pounds of 
material was recycled (attachment B).   
 
Educational displays and/or activities were provided for each location, which included 
the popular interactive Trash Bash® game.  In addition, a new interactive game, titled 
Pitch the Poop was introduced and provided to each location.  Please refer to 
Attachment O to review game instructions and images that depict the process of the 
game.   
 
A “Marine Debris Biodegration Timeline” poster was used by all sites in order to 
supplement the educational materials and provide a visual of the breakdown life of 
common trash items.  Some sites also hosted watershed demonstrations to help 
increase awareness and understanding of water conservation.   
 
The entire Steering Committee sincerely appreciates your continued support; our 
generous sponsors are the ones that make an event of this importance and magnitude 
possible, and for that, we are extremely grateful!
